Keyport Improvement Club 
 
 

As part of unincorporated Kitsap County, Keyport has no mayor, city council, or other official 
organizers, enforcers, or solvers of problems. Instead, we have the Keyport Improvement Club 
(KIC) - a group of stalwart volunteers who work on events and projects to strengthen our community 
and make life better for Keyport residents. 

 
Keyport Improvement Club (KIC) was incorporated in 1921 for "the development of the civic, social, 
charitable and educational interest of the town and community of Keyport." Today's KIC has the 
same mission, with the added goal of having as much fun as possible. From the Fourth of July 
celebration to disaster preparedness to summer potlucks to town cleanups and Park maintenance, 
KIC volunteers help make Keyport a better place to live.

The Port of Keyport 
The Port of Keyport is a small marina with 14 private slips, 250 feet of guest moorage in five 50-foot 
slips, and a boat launch ramp. 

 

The entire marina was replaced in 2009 with new concrete pilings and slips. There is water and 
power at all slips. The new boat launch ramp project was completed in March of 2022. 

 

   Boat Launch:  $5.00 per use. 

   Private Slip:  $5.00 per foot (longer of boat or slip length), plus $20.00 for marina utility services, and  
   slip assigned electrical pedestal usage billed at PSE KW rate. 

   Guest Slip:  Up to 3 hours free. For guest moorage, fee is $1.00 per foot of vessel per night. Ex) 32ft  
   boat, $32 per night. Limit 3 nights per month.

History of Keyport 
Keyport, Washington was officially founded in 1896 and is located on a small peninsula jutting into 

Liberty Bay. It was named after Keyport, New Jersey where there is also a navy installation. 

You may hear Keyport called "Torpedo Town USA" and that’s a reference to the naval base located 

on the same tiny peninsula as Keyport, where the US Navy has built and repaired torpedoes since 

before World War 1. 

Once upon a time, Keyport had a school, a hotel and even a ferry directly to Seattle!
